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OKLAHOMA STATE ORGANIZATION BYLAWS
The Delta Kappa Gamma Society International
ARTICLE I: NAME
Section A. Name of Organization
The name of this state organization shall be Oklahoma State, formerly known as Gamma State, of the Delta Kappa Gamma Society International, hereinafter also referred to as Oklahoma State Organization (OSO), the State, or in general terms, the Society.
Section B. Geographic Area of Organization
Oklahoma State Organization shall be designated by geographic area. Each chapter shall be named by the state organization.

ARTICLE II: MISSION AND PURPOSES 

Section A. Mission Statement
The Delta Kappa Gamma Society International promotes professional and personal growth of women educators and excellence in education.

Section B. Purposes of The Delta Kappa Gamma Society International shall:
1. promote the mission and Purposes of The Delta Kappa Gamma Society International      

    as found in the current International Constitution; 
2. act as liaison between chapters and International; 
3. organize and assist new chapters within the State; 
4. provide leadership training for state and chapter leaders; 
5. make the Society more visible and more influential in educational endeavors;  
6. stimulate the personal and professional growth of members and encourage     
    their participation in appropriate programs of actions; and  
7. inform the members of current economic, social, political and educational issues
    so they may participate effectively in a world society.
Section C. International Vision Statement
Leading Women Educators Impacting Education Worldwide
Section D. Purposes of Oklahoma State Organization shall:
1. promote the purposes of The Delta Kappa Gamma Society International as found in   
    the Constitution II.D;
2. act as liaison between chapters and the international organization;
3. provide leadership training for state and chapter leaders;
4. organize Delta Kappa Gamma chapters within the state; and
5. make the Society more visible and more influential in educational endeavors.
Section E. Oklahoma State Organization Vision Statement
The vision statement for OSO is “Serving Education, Honoring Tradition.”
ARTICLE III: MEMBERSHIP
Section A.  State Membership
1. Membership in the Delta Kappa Gamma Society International shall be by invitation.  At the   time she joins the Society, a member becomes a member of the International Society, a state organization and a chapter.

2. The membership of Oklahoma State Organization shall be composed of active,   reserve, honorary and collegiate member of chapters which are within boundaries of the state of Oklahoma.  Honorary members may be chapter or state members. 

Section B. Classification
1. An active membership shall be a woman who is or has been employed as a professional educator at the time of her election. An active member shall participate in the activities of the Society.
2. A reserve membership shall be granted only to a member who is unable to participate fully in the activities of the chapter because of medical disability, geographic location, and/or no technological communication skill.  
    a. Reserve status shall be granted by a majority vote of the chapter. 
    b. A reserve member, so requesting, shall be restored to active membership. 
3. A state honorary membership shall be recommended to the state membership committee by chapter or individual.     
    a. A chapter or state organization honorary member shall be a woman not eligible  

             for active membership who has rendered notable service to education or to 
             women and is elected to honorary membership in recognition of such service.     
          b. Invitation for state honorary membership shall be extended by the state 
         president.        
    c. Induction for state honorary members shall be arranged by the state membership     
        committee. Orientation session and induction will be arranged by the president 
        and the membership chairman. 
4. A collegiate membership shall be an undergraduate or graduate student who meets   

     the following criteria:
    a.  An undergraduate student collegiate member shall be
         (1)  enrolled in an institution offering an education degree and have the intent to 
              continue academically and professionally in the field of education; and 
         (2)  enrolled within the last two years of her undergraduate education degree.         
    b.  Graduate/Masters/Doctoral student members shall have graduate standing in an 
         institution offering an education degree and have the intent to continue   

         academically and professionally in the field of education.  
c. When a collegiate begins her career as a paid educator, she will pay active member dues and become an active member.  
d. If a collegiate member does not pursue a career as an educator, her membership will expire upon graduation or withdrawal from the education degree program.
Section C. Chapter Membership
1. Chapters in Oklahoma State Organization shall have full power to act in matters of           
    chapter membership.
2. A candidate for active or collegiate membership shall be elected by the method  

    established by the chapter rules.
3. A complete record of membership shall be the responsibility of each chapter in OSO.
4. The chapter treasurer notifies the state treasurer of all changes in membership.
5. A reserve member, so requesting, shall be restored to active membership.
6. A former member shall be reinstated to membership by the chapter receiving the     
    request.

ARTICLE IV: FINANCES
Section A. Annual Dues 

1. Each active, collegiate and reserve member shall pay annual dues.
2. The state annual dues shall be fourteen dollars ($14.00) for active members and seven 

     dollars ($7.00) for reserve and collegiate members.
3. The state annual dues shall be determined by two-thirds (2/3) vote of the members

    present and voting at the state convention in odd-numbered years.
4. All dues and fees shall be collected by the chapter treasurer. State and international
    dues and fees shall be forwarded to the state treasurer and to International.

5. International dues shall be an amount recommended by the executive board and 

    approved by the international convention (Constitution IV.A.1).
Section B. Fees

1. Scholarship Fee: Each active, reserve and collegiate member shall pay a scholarship fee annually. 

2. Honorary Fee: The inducting unit of the Society shall pay the lifetime fee for each  

    honorary member at the time of induction.

Section C. Payment of Dues and Fees 
1. The membership year is July1-June 30. A member shall pay annual dues and fees no

     later than June 30 for the following fiscal year.
2. The international portion of the dues and fees shall be sent between July 1 and 
    September 30.  Immediately thereafter, the state organization and international portions
    of the dues and fees shall be sent to the state treasurer and to International.
    a. For membership or reinstatement commencing between July 1 and December 31, the 
        member shall pay dues and scholarship fee for the current year. For membership 
       commencing on or after January 1, the member shall pay one-half of the international 
       membership dues. Chapter and state organization dues may be pro-rated as the 
      chapter/state organization determines.
     b. Immediately thereafter, the state dues and fees shall be sent to the state treasurer 

         and the international dues and fees shall be sent to International.
 3. A member who fails to complete payment of international dues shall be dropped

     as of October 1.
Section D.  Financial Assessments

Financial assessments may be levied only by the chapter.
Section E. Financial Accounting
1. The finance committee shall submit a proposed budget annually for adoption by the 

    executive board.

2. The state finance committee shall set the individual registration fee for state 
    convention/conference.  
3. All expense vouchers shall be signed by the president before payment is made by the
    treasurer.

4. The fiscal year of the State shall be July 1 – June 30 inclusive.      

5. The chairman of the finance committee shall submit an annual audit to the executive

    board for adoption.
Section F.  State Funds

1. The Available Funds shall be the operating fund and shall require a budget. 

2. The Dorothea Meagher Fund is a fund from which OSO will offer stipends to 
    Society members from Mexico D.F., Jalisco, Nuevo Leon, Guatemala and Costa 
    Rica.  The stipends will be used to defray expenses for members to attend the 
    international conference or international convention.
3. The Permanent Fund shall be maintained as authorized by the Constitution IV.F.3.
     Expenditures may be made upon recommendation of the finance 
     committee with the approval of the executive board.

 4.  Scholarship Fund

       The scholarship fee paid by a member shall be deposited in the state Scholarship 

       Fund.
Section G. Financial Accounting 

1. The fiscal year of the State shall be July 1 – June 30 inclusive.
2.  State organizations without a headquarters building are not required to maintain a permanent fund but are required to maintain an available fund reserve.  The state organization shall set aside up to twenty percent (20%) of their state organization dues until the total of the available fund equals one year’s operating expenses at which time the state organization executive board may reduce or discontinue further allocations. The available fund reserve may be used at the discretion of OSO.
ARTICLE V:  ORGANIZATION

Section A. Levels of Organization

The business of the Society shall be conducted at the chapter, state and international levels. The three (3) levels of organization shall be chapter, state organization and international.
Section B. Chapter Level

 1. Each chapter shall have chapter rules that are consistent with the International Constitution and International Standing Rules and the Oklahoma State Bylaws and Standing Rules.
 2. The chapter president shall represent the chapter as a voting member of the state 
      executive board.

 3. The procedures for checking Chapter Rules for consistency with the  


Constitution V.B.3. and OSO Bylaws are detailed in Article VIII and in the OSO   

      Standing Rules.
Section C. New Chapters

1.  The organization of new chapters shall be consistent with the Constitution Article V. 

2.  The state executive board shall determine chapter areas and shall approve the 

      organizing of each new chapter. 

3.  The organizing of new chapters shall be under the direction of the membership 

      committee.

Section D. Coordinating Council

1.  Coordinating councils may be organized in counties and/or cities where two or more 

     chapters exist (Constitution V.B.4).
2.  The coordinating council may meet at least once a year for the purpose of discussing
     prospective new members and for planning activities of benefit to all members.

3.  If organized, a coordinating council must adhere to International Standing Rules 5.1.
Section E. State

The procedures for checking OSO Bylaws for consistence with the Constitution are detailed in Article VIII and in the OSO Standing Rules 8.1.1.6.
ARTICLE VI: OFFICERS
Section A. Chapter Officers

The chapter officers, except treasurer, shall be elected in even-number years by a majority vote. Chapter officers are listed in the Constitution VI.A.3.
1.  The term of each elected officer shall be two (2) years or until a successor is named. 

     No officer except the treasurer may serve in the office longer than two successive 

     terms.

2.  The treasurer shall be selected by the executive board each biennium.

3.  Treasurer’s Duties

      a.  See OSO Bylaws Article VI Section C.5
      b. The chapter treasurer, in chapters where the total amount of annual receipts 

           exceeds two thousand five hundred dollars ($2,500), shall furnish information for

           a fidelity bond. The cost of such bond is to be paid by the chapter.

Section B. Elected and Appointed State Officers
1. The state officers shall be elected in odd-numbered years.

2. The elected state officers shall be president, first vice-president, second vice president 

    and recording secretary (Constitution VI.A.2.).
3. The state treasurer shall be recommended by the finance committee to the executive 
    board for approval (Constitution VI.A.2).
4. The editor, webmaster and state parliamentarian shall be appointed by the president 

     in odd-numbered years.

 5. Other personnel may be elected or employed as determined by the executive board.

Section C. Duties

The state officers shall perform the duties prescribed in the Constitution VI.C. and authorized by the OSO Bylaws. A detailed list of these duties is found in the OSO State Standing Rules 6.0.
          1.  President: The state president is the chief executive of the state and, upon invitation,  
    visits chapters or approves another officer to represent her and the Society.
2. First Vice-President: The first vice-president shall serve as the educational
    excellence committee chairman.
3. Second Vice-President: The second vice-president shall serve as membership            
    chairman.

 4. Recording Secretary: The recording secretary shall send minutes of an executive 
     board meeting to the president within two weeks following the meeting.

 5. Treasurer: Treasurers, state and chapter, shall:                                                                                                                      
    a. receive and pay out all monies belonging to the organization;

    b. keep an accurate account of receipts and expenditures;

    c. maintain a record of receipts, bills and bank statements;

    d. present a report at each regular meeting;

    e. file required tax reports (Form 990 e-postcard);

    f. submit for annual audit/financial review accounts of the organization; 
    g. serve as a member ex officio, without vote if under remunerative contract for her 
        services, on the respective executive board;
    h. serve as a consultant in the process of budget development and supervision of 
        finances;
    i.  maintain an accurate and current membership roster;
    j.  provide information necessary for a fidelity bond with the amount of the bond  

        being the amount of loss up to two thousand five hundred dollars ($2,500); 

    k. sign signature cards, with the president and finance chairman, at all banks in 
        which state funds are deposited; and
    l.  follow appropriate procedures to ensure the safety and proper handling of 
        chapter monies as established by the chapter finance committee. 
6. Editor: The state editor shall publish The Limelighter four times a year on the OSO 
website. 
1.She shall serve as a member of the communication committee.
2. She shall not serve as a judge of the chapter newsletter competition
7. Parliamentarian: The state parliamentarian’s duties are outlined in the Constitution  

    VI.B.2 and VI.C.10.a. and Go-To Guide for Chapter Members. 
8. Webmaster: The state webmaster will maintain the website in accordance with the 
 
Society’s policy for electronic communications.

Section D. Term of Office
1. The term of each elected officer shall be two (2) years or until a successor is named.     2. Officers shall take office on July 1 following their election (Constitution VI.D.2.c).
3. No elected officer should serve in that office longer than two (2) terms in succession.
Section E. Vacancies

1. In the event that a member holding an elective or appointed position at the state or 
    chapter level is unable to perform her duties, the position shall be declared vacant by   

    the respective officer, and a successor named by the state or chapter president.
2. When a vacancy occurs in the office of president, the first vice-president shall become 
    president and the second vice-president shall become first vice-president.
Section F.  Nominations and Elections

1. Nominations for officers shall be made by the nominations committee and are    
    consistent with the Constitution Article VI.
    a. The committee shall submit the name of one nominee for each elective office and

        the names of the proposed nominations committee to be placed on the ballot.  The

        consent of the nominees must be obtained prior to submission.

    b. The slate of officers and the proposed nominations committee with candidate 

        qualifications shall be published in the February issue of The Limelighter and on the 

        OSO website.

    c. After the report of the committee has been made to the convention, additional 

        nominations may be made from the floor with the consent of the nominee.

2. Election shall be by ballot. The nominee with the majority of votes cast is elected.  If

    there is one nominee for an office, the election may be by voice vote.

3. The nominations committee shall prepare ballots, conduct elections and tally the 

    votes.

4. A member of the nominations committee shall complete her term of office before she 
    can be considered by the nominations committee for another elected position.
Article VII: EXECUTIVE BOARD
Section A. State Organization Executive Board
1. The members of the state executive board shall be the elected officers, the past state 
    presidents and the chapter presidents. The treasurer, editor and parliamentarian are
    ex officio members without vote.
2. Duties of the State Organization Executive Board
    The state organization executive board shall:
      a. recommend policies and procedures for consideration at the Leadership Conference 

          in even-numbered years and at the Oklahoma State Organization Convention in 

          odd-numbered years;
      b. establish the procedures for budget development and approval and for the 

          supervision of Oklahoma State Organization finances;
      c. select the treasurer and other personnel as needed and prescribe duties and terms of 

          office;
      d. establish policy for the selection of the finance committee;
      e. act in the interim between conventions upon matters requiring immediate 
         decision; and

      f. approve dates and sites of the state organization meetings.

3. Meetings of the State Executive Board
    Meetings of the executive board shall be held annually.  The board may meet at other 
    times upon the call of the president or by a decision of the executive committee.

    a. The presence of a majority of the voting members of the board shall constitute a

        quorum at the meetings.  Each voting member shall be entitled to one vote.

    b. Chapter presidents who are unable to attend the state executive board meeting may

        appoint an official representative who shall have full privilege of participation.

        This appointment shall be communicated to the state president by the chapter 

        president in advance of the meeting.

c. A vote by mail or email is authorized when necessary.

Section B. Chapter Executive Board 

1. The chapter executive board shall include the elected officers, the immediate past president and other voting members as determined by the chapter. The treasurer and the parliamentarian shall serve as ex officio members without vote. 

2. The chapter executive board shall:
a. select the treasurer for the biennium; 

         b. act in matters requiring immediate action and decision;
         c. recommend policies and procedures for consideration by members; and 

         d. establish rules for budget development and approval and for the supervision of

             chapter finances. 

  Section C. State Executive Committee

   1. The state executive committee shall be composed of the elected officers. 

   2. The executive committee shall act for the executive board between meetings of the 

        board (Constitution VI).
ARTICLE VIII: COMMITTEES
Section A. Committee Structure
Chapters may modify the committee structure to meet their local needs as long as the state and international duties are clearly designated in the chapter structure and the titles used.

          Oklahoma State Organization Committees
          General Procedures

1. All committees shall fulfill the duties as stated in the Constitution VIII.A.2.
2. Reports of work accomplished by committees will be prepared on forms provided by

    the Society.

3. All committees except the nominations committee shall be appointed by the president.   
    a. The state first vice-president shall serve as chairman of the educational excellence

        committee, which will be composed of at least five members.
b. The state second vice-president shall serve as chairman of the membership  
    committee.
c. The president shall appoint all other committee chairmen.
    (1) The Finance Committee shall be composed of three members serving staggered  
          terms of six years each. The president and immediate past president shall serve 
          as ex officio members of the committee.  The president shall appoint the 
          chairman from the members who have served at least two (2) years.
    (2) The Scholarship Committee shall be composed of six (6) members serving 
          staggered terms of four (4) years each, with three (3) new members appointed 
          each biennium.  The president shall appoint the chairman from the

          the members who have served at least two (2) years.  A member who has 
          served a full four (4) year term shall not be eligible for reappointment.
          The president shall be an ex officio voting member, and the treasurer shall serve
          serve as a fiscal consultant without voting rights.
    (3) The Creative Women of Oklahoma Award Committee shall be composed of 
          six (6) members serving staggered terms of four (4) years each, with three (3)
         new members appointed each biennium. 
        (4) The Financial Development Committee shall be composed of three (3)

               members serving staggered terms of six (6) years each, with one new member 
               appointed each biennium by the newly-elected president.  The chairman of the 
               committee shall be appointed by the president and shall be one of the members 
               from the previous biennium.    
        (5)  The Music Committee shall be responsible for preparing and leading music at  

               the state convention in odd-numbered years and the leadership conference in 
               even-numbered years. 
        (6)  The election of the Nominations Committee shall follow the same procedure as    
               the nomination and election of state officers. The president shall be an ex

officio member of all committees except the nominations committee. The 
  
nominations committee shall be composed of two (2) members from each area 

of the state: East and West and one (1) member from the previous committee.  

The newly-elected state president shall appoint one (1) member of the elected 

committee as chairman.
4. Committee meetings may be held with the notification of the president.

5. Matters requiring immediate committee action may be voted on by mail or email 
     ballot.
6. The Non-Dues Revenue Project at the leadership conference in even-number years

    and the state convention in odd-number years will be organized and conducted by the    
    committees that receive the funds.    
    a. Current recipients of these funds are Scholarship, Essay, Tebow-Herrington  
        Leadership Seminar, U.S. Forum and The Creative Women of Oklahoma Award 
        Committees.      
    b. The chairman or designee from each committee receiving the funds shall be in         
        charge of the non-dues revenue project each year.    
    c. From this group, the president will appoint a chairman each year.       
    d. The state treasurer will serve as ex officio member of this group in order to             
        receive, keep record of and disburse the money.
Section B.  Society Business Committees
1. Bylaws/Standing Rules Committee shall be responsible for:
    a. reviewing the OSO Bylaws biennially to ensure they are current with state policies 

        and consistent with the Constitution and International Standing Rules;
    b. reviewing and/or revising OSO Standing Rules at the end of each biennium;
    c. receiving and submitting proposed amendment(s) and/or revision to the OSO 
        Bylaws and/or OSO Standing Rules for publications in The Limelighter;
    d. authorizing editorial changes to the Oklahoma State Organization bylaws and     

        standing rules and to make any changes necessary to bring them into compliance 

        with the DKG Constitution and International Standing Rules;
     e. notifying the membership of the amendments in the first issue of the Limelighter   

         after editorial changes have been made and notifying the webmaster in writing so 
         she may update the governing documents on the state organization website.
     f. assisting chapters in updating Chapter Rules;       

     g. submitting the most current edition of the OSO Bylaws to the Constitution 

         Committee chairman; and 
     h. reviewing Chapter Rules submitted by each chapter in the December following the 

         international convention to determine compatibility with the  Constitution, 

         International Standing Rules, OSO Bylaws and OSO Standing Rules.    
2. Communication and Marketing Committee shall be responsible for: 

     a. providing the means of networking member to member, chapter to state 
         organization and state organization to international (Constitution VIII.B);
b. promoting the use of publications of the Society;
c. leading seminars at workshops for chapter chairmen; 

d. overseeing communication with external groups (Constitution VIII.B);
e. encouraging electronic communications within OSO;
     f. overseeing and conducting periodic evaluations of the effectiveness of the  
        electronic communications; and
     g. recommending ways to market and promote the Society (Constitution VIII.B).
     h. The state webmaster will be ex officio member of the Communications and 
         Marketing Committee. State editor, if an official member of the
         Communications Committee, may not judge newsletter competition.
     i. keeping copies of each online issue of The Limelighter on a thumb drive.
3. Finance Committee shall be responsible for:
    a. preparing and presenting a budget for review, modification and adoption by the 

        executive board;

    b. supervising all investments of the funds of the state and the expenditures from
        the permanent fund;

    c. providing for an annual audit;
    d. evaluating biennially, with the president, the performance of the state treasurer; and

    e. recommending to the executive board a person for the position of state treasurer.
    f. The Finance Committee chairman, along with the president and the treasurer, will  

        sign signature cards at all banks in which state funds are deposited.
4. Leadership Development Committee shall plan the leadership training of chapter 

    officers and committee chairmen held during the leadership conference in even-

    numbered years with the approval of the State Executive Committee.

5. Membership Committee shall be responsible for:
a. evaluating recommendations of persons proposed for state honorary membership

   (Constitution VIII.B.7.a); 

b. studying and making recommendations related to membership problems 
(Constitution VIII.B.7.a);
     c. assuming responsibility for necrology and membership reports 
         (Constitution VIII.B.7a);
     d. assuming responsibility for the memorial service at the leadership conference in 

         even-numbered year and the state convention in odd-numbered years; and

     e.  assuming responsibility for expansion within OSO.
6. Nominations Committee shall be responsible for:
    a.  presenting a report of nominees for publication in the February issue of 

        The Limelighter following the selection process on the OSO website;
    b.  preparing ballots for election;
    c.  tallying the votes; and

    d.  assuming responsibility for installation of officers at the convention.

Section C. Society Mission and Purposes Committee
1. Educational Excellence Committee shall be responsible for:
    a. functioning as a committee of the whole or, at the discretion of the chairman, in 

        groups to accomplish its responsibilities (Constitution VIII);
    b. serving as a liaison between the international committee and chapter committees;

    c. implementing the plans of the international committee;
    d. leading seminars at workshops for chapter chairmen;
    e. developing the Strategic Plan for Renewal;
    f.  conducting appropriate research and publicizing studies of the Society and other

        research pertinent to education and women educators; and
    g. preparing and leading music for the convention in odd-numbered years and the

        conference in even-numbered years.

2. Scholarship Committee shall be responsible for:
     a. promoting and publicizing the scholarships available to OSO members;
     b. selecting the recipients according to the guidelines of the OSO Standing Rules; and
     c. submitting a report to the executive board.
3. Dorothea Meagher Fund shall be responsible for:
    a. promoting contributions to the fund by chapters and individuals;

    b. selecting the recipients of the awards according to the guidelines in the OSO 

Standing Rules; 

    c. submitting a report to the executive board;
    d. presenting the awards at the regional conference or the international convention; and

    e. fulfilling other duties as stated in OSO Standing Rules.
4. U. S. Forum Committee shall carry out duties and responsibilities as established by 
    the Society.
5. World Fellowship Committee shall be responsible for:
    a. cooperating with the international committee and working with the chapter 

        chairmen in promoting the world fellowship program; and

    b. leading seminars at workshops for chapter chairmen.
Section D.  Oklahoma State Organization Committees
    a. Achievement Award

    b. Convention/Conference

    c. Creative Women of Oklahoma Award

    d. Essay

    e. Financial Development

    f. Tebow-Herrington Leadership Seminar

    g. Scrapbook

    h. Music
1. The Achievement Award Committee shall be responsible for:
    a. accepting nominations for the OSO Achievement Award and Chapter Service 

        Award and
    b. selecting the recipients according to the guidelines in OSO Standing Rules and

        presenting each award once each biennium.
2. Convention/Conference Committee shall be responsible for organizing and

    arranging the state convention in odd-numbered years and the leadership

    conference in even-number years.
3. The Creative Women of Oklahoma Award Committee shall be responsible for   
     presenting the awards that recognize Oklahoma women who excel through an 
     expression of creativity that encourages, inspires and reaches children.
4. The Essay Committee shall be responsible for:
     a. developing criteria for selection and determining the participant grade levels;

     b. establishing an essay theme each year;
     c. communicating with chapter presidents, who will be responsible for essay 

         contest participation at the chapter level;  

     d. selecting the recipients; and

     e. publicizing the awards in The Limelighter and on the website. 
5. The Financial Development Committee shall be responsible for:
     a. purchasing gift items/materials and making those items available to

         members of the Society; and
     b. earning money for OSO projects as determined by the OSO Executive Board.
6. Tebow-Herrington Leadership Seminar Committee shall be responsible for

    developing and implementing Tebow-Herrington Leadership Seminars following 

    the guidelines in OSO Standing Rules.

7. Scrapbook Committee shall create and maintain a pictorial record of the 

    biennium.  At the end of the biennium, the scrapbook is presented to the outgoing 

    president.
8. Music Committee shall prepare and lead music at the state convention in odd-
     numbered years and the conference in even-numbered years.

Section E. Special Committees (e.g., Ad Hoc, Task Force)

1. Special committees may be appointed by the president with the authorization of
    the executive board.

2. Members will be appointed on the basis of expertise as determined by the needs

    of the committee.

ARTICLE IX: ACTIVITIES
Section A. Convention
1. A convention shall be held in odd-numbered years to conduct business of the State for 

    the purpose of receiving reports, adopting policy, amending OSO Bylaws and OSO

    Standing Rules, electing state officers and conducting business.

2. The quorum shall be a majority of those members registered and present at the
    convention.

3. The convention will be held at a time and place as approved by the state executive
    board.

4. Every OSO member who is registered and present may vote. A roll call as specified

    in the Constitution Article IX may be ordered.

 Section B. Leadership Conference

1. A one-day state conference shall be held in even-numbered years to provide workshops

    that enhance the personal and professional growth of members.

2. An executive board meeting shall precede the conference.

3. Time will be set aside for honors, awards and remembrances (Article VIII).
4. The state executive board shall approve the sites and dates for the conference.
5. The quorum shall be a majority of those members registered and present at the 

    conference.

Section C. Leadership Development Workshop

1. Leadership training for the incoming chapter officers and chairmen shall be

    conducted in even-numbered years under the direction of the Leadership

    Development Committee (Article VIII).  
2. Chapter leadership training shall be held by the state officers on the same day as the 
    conference executive board meeting.  
3. The state executive board shall approve the site and date for chapter leadership   
    training. 
 Section D. Publications

1. The state newsletter, The Limelighter, shall be published on the OSO website four     
    (4) times each year.

2. The publications of monographs and brochures shall be approved by the president

    and then submitted to the executive board for approval.

3. All publications must be in compliance with the OSO Bylaws and the OSO Standing
    Rules.
 Section E. Workshop for Incoming State Officers and Committee Chairman     
1.  Training for incoming state officers and chairmen shall be held in odd-numbered years  
     following the state convention. 

 2. The state executive board shall approve the sites and dates for training.

ARTICLE X: PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY
The rules contained in Robert’s Rules of Order Newly Revised (current edition) shall govern state and chapter proceedings in all cases in which they are applicable and in which this authority is not inconsistent with the Constitution, the International Standing Rules, the Oklahoma State Bylaws and Standing Rules, or other adopted Society rules and any statute applicable to this organization that do not authorize the provisions of our governing documents to take precedence.
ARTICLE XI: AMENDMENTS
Amendments and Revision to the State Bylaws and Standing Rules Procedures
1. Proposals for amending the Oklahoma State Bylaws and Standing Rules may be submitted to the chair of the Bylaws and Rules Committee by any member, committee, board or chapter. 

2. Proposed amendments shall be submitted to the Bylaws/Standing Rules Committee for review before being printed in The Limelighter. The proposed amendments shall be printed in the issue of The Limelighter which contains the convention registration information and forms.
3. Any proposed amendment that is not submitted in time to be printed in the issue of The Limelighter stated may be presented in writing from the floor during the annual executive board meeting or general session of the convention, whichever is appropriate.
4. After the proposed amendments have been reviewed by the executive board, the executive board shall send the proposed amendment(s) to the convention. A two-thirds (2/3) vote of the executive board will constitute a DO PASS or a DO NOT PASS recommendation for the amendments.
5. The OSO Bylaws may be amended at the state convention of the State by two-thirds (2/3) vote.
6.   OSO Standing Rules may be amended or rescinded at the state convention of OSO by 
       a two-thirds (2/3) vote.

7.   Notification of changes to the OSO Bylaws and OSO Standing Rules will be printed 

      in the next issue of The Limelighter and posted on the Oklahoma State website 

      within two (2) months. 
ARTICLE XII: DISSOLUTION

Section A. State
1.  Dissolution procedures of OSO shall be in accordance with the incorporation statutes 
     of the state of Oklahoma (Constitution XIX.2).
2.  In the event of dissolution of Oklahoma State Organization of The Delta Kappa 
     Gamma Society International, the net assets of the corporation shall be distributed
     as follows:

     a. All liabilities and obligations shall be paid and satisfied or adequate provisions 

         shall be made.

     b. Any remaining assets shall revert to the international organization.

Section B. Chapter

The state president shall counsel with a chapter requesting dissolution and present alternatives.  If chapter members vote to dissolve, the procedure shall be as follows:

1. Before a chapter is dissolved, the approval of the state executive board must be

    obtained.
2. Those members desiring to maintain membership may transfer to other chapters or 

    become state members if no chapter is available.

3. Any remaining funds in the chapter account shall be sent to the state treasurer

    and deposited in the available fund.

4. Initiation paraphernalia, chapter records and society publications are to be sent

    to the organization president.

5. The charter must be returned to OSO to be forwarded to the Society Headquarters.

6. The state executive board is responsible for deciding whether to reuse the Greek 

    names of the dissolved chapter.    
ARTICLE XIII: ELECTRONIC MEETINGS OPTION
The president shall determine the type of meetings to be held.  As such, the president is authorized to call electronic meetings when inclement weather, emergencies or extenuating circumstances make in-person meetings less advantageous. 
ARTICLE XIV: INTERPRETATION
The interpretation of OSO Bylaws shall be made by the executive committee between conventions.  The decision only stands until the next meeting of the convention. The convention confirms or corrects the interpretation.  The convention is the final authority.

ARTICLE XV: MEMORIALS AND GIFTS
Gifts from the state treasury shall be given in memory of a deceased current OSO president or past OSO president to the International Scholarship Fund in the amount of one hundred dollars ($100).
